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Ovary - Where egg develops into fruit, which will contain the seeds





Style – Stalk of female organ, holds up the stigma





Stigma – Sticky surface to catch pollen from air or visiting insects





Anther – Contain pollen, which is carried by wind or insects to the stigma to fertilise the flower so it can become a fruit





Stamen– Male reproductive organs





Petals – often brightly coloured to attract insects which will pollinate the flower





Sepals – protect the flower while it is in bud





Nectaries – attract insects by producing a sweet smell and a sweet tasting nectar





Ovules - eggs, which develop into seeds, which you use to grow a new flower
