Flower power

Aims

· Pupils should learn about flowers; their features, similarities and differences

· At Jubilee pupils should see how their local area has certain habitats suited to certain flowers 

· How to use a key to identify flowers

· Recognise the importance of humans maintaining habitats to keep animals and flowers alive

Equipment

· Labelled pictures of flowers

· Pictures of different habitats

· Identification keys for flower and minibeasts

· Clipboards, paper, pencils and coloured pencils or crayons

· Maps of Jubilee

· Plastic spoons or paintbrushes, and containers for looking at minibeasts

Before

Learn about flowers.

Learn the names of the main parts of flowering plants. Discuss similarities and differences in flowers. Discuss how different flowers are found in different habitats and how they have adapted to those habitats. Look at pictures of different habitats.

Discuss how plants reproduce and how minibeasts are needed to facilitate this. 

With pictures of flowers found at Jubilee get pupils to write down all the features.

While at Jubilee

Pupils should explore the site looking for wild flowers.

On a map they should mark which flowers they see, where and what the area was like in terms of habitats. They should choose one flower and fill in the ‘Be a Flower Detective’ sheet. If pupils do not know the name of the flowers they can use the key to find it out.

They should look for minibeasts around the flowers and use a plastic spoon or paint brush to scoop them into containers to have a better look. They should write descriptions and draw pictures of the insects they find.

Make sure all the minibeasts are returned to where they were found.
After

Pupils should discuss the visit to Jubilee and what they found out about flowers and minibeasts. Using the drawings and descriptions use with keys to identify the flowers found.

Pupils should consider different habitats in their area and around the world and what flowers and minibeasts are found in them and in what way they are adapted to them.
